Understanding Transfer Credit

o  What will transfer? All college-level classes from regionally accredited colleges with a grade of 2.0 (C) or above will
transfer. There are no specific limits to the number of transfer credits. However, each academic program has specific
requirements that must be satisfied which helps determine the best number of credits to transfer.

o How will it transfer? Courses transfer as the number of credits earned at the college where you took the class. This
is true regardless of the number of credits the Wayne State equivalent course is worth. Each transferred course will

match one of the following types of credits:

o Equivalent credit — matches a specific WSU course.

o Department credit — transfer into the academic department without a specific WSU course match.
o Elective credits — transfer as general or elective credit (GEN 1XXX or GEN 2XXX).
